	Review of prior minutes
	· Learner travel budget allocation is yet to be confirmed. The funding consultation is closed and so announcements should be imminent. It is hopeful that DLSF should be available to cover travel.
· This will be the final sub group meeting for RW, as she commences maternity leave in June. Paul Mittendorfer will be Rachel’s replacement on this meeting and as the primary contact for 14-19 issues.
· The MP report has been written by BP but NACRO have asked her to hold fire on it.
· DW has confirmed that NAS will no longer attend this meeting. This point was debated and ST will enquire of Rachel McKellar at their meeting later this week is she wishes to send a different rep.

	Update from YPLA
	· RW – updated on the focus group meeting held with YPLA on 14th April 2011.  This focus group met at YPLA to talk through FL issues and ensure that there is clarity across the region on the key issues. The main outcome was the need for a FL event – 6th June 2011, featuring updates on the key issues of:

· flexibility of funding

· future policy and funds 
· ALPSE, YPLA and SFA roles and responsibilities on the agenda
· Impact of the Wolf review

· Case studies of how some providers are working. 

· The event details will be circulated by YPLA to all providers and delegates will be selected on a first come, first served basis. The venue is likely to be the YMCA in Guildford for about 70 delegates. 

· In addition, provider and LA collaborations are happy to hold informal network meetings at the end to set up joint working on various issues.


	YPLA to confirm venue at YMCA and then get the date to the network asap.

All others to ensure networks are aware of date and details as soon as confirmed.

	Technical issues, data and dashboard


	· PH provided data extracts – which will be available electronically in due course.

· The data extracts were discussed.  Comparators are required in order to make sense of the figures.
· More work will be done on the data to provide comparators and to ensure that the resultant data is useful.

· It will be essential to look at provider allocations vs. delivery in order to give another comparator.

· YPLA need to build templates to be updated with new data as available.  This to include learner postcode data + delivery postcode data, starts, delivery and progression analysis.

· Pat thanked the YPLA for the data and welcomes continued work on such data.


	

	Wolf review


	· The main issues so far are the ceasing of the YA programme and core EBP funding.
· Most networks are offering YA equivalent programmes for schools to access through a mixture of commercial value and residual LA funding pots.
· Numbers will no doubt be lower. Schools will go directly to providers to buy this in. Different prices will exist, different models exist but there is a potential to continue with this alternative to the English Baccalaureate.
· Gove is reported to have accepted all recommendations of Wolf and items such as simplification of funding will be passed as policy as and when required.  This is likely to be a slow trickle rather than a major policy change. 

	

	Connexions – what is happening locally?

	· KATO – Kent and Medway cuts have been less than 20% and the relationships remain good and business continues well. Providers and Connexions case conference risk of NEET YP to work out strategies. Connexions did get the ESF NEET project and so have funding to support their work.

· TVRN – Is a mixed bag. Berkshire has suffered a 40% reduction in contracts but services to schools are available for purchase. Oxfordshire have seen centre closure.  Bucks – business as normal. 

· Surrey – looking after the hard to help and looked after children, centres have closed and relationships suffered.

· Sussex – Connexions are no longer visible at various meetings. All service reduced and working with most vulnerable. Providers are talking to individuals to try to continue the work.

· Hampshire – Rushmoor and Hart – all offices shut, working out of Council offices and delivering risk YP in schools.  Portsmouth, Southampton, IoW and Hants are a very mixed bag but services are vastly reduced and NEET appear to be increasing. 
· The ESF NEET contractors are now known – the details can be provided through P Mittendorfer at the next meeting – both the partners and the offer. We as a network need to make links to ensure that the delivery is supportive.

· RPA event – HO is supporting an East Sussex event. E Sussex are hosting and sharing their pilot experience.  AS will attend on behalf of ALPSE. Other challenges will be on the agenda around data sharing, context for EBach, tracking, the offer to learners.

	Sub regional implementation plans


	· Hampshire – LSIS monies have been won to support FL specific activities in terms of e2e transition, CPD, IAG and peer review activities. This subsumes the existing action plan.
· Surrey – working with schools, continuing to deliver 14-16 in schools. Running an Apprenticeship event in September to showcase Apprenticeships.  100 in 100 taking place in Guildford.

· Sussex – SCTP rethinking 14-19 representation. 

· Kent – LSIS funding focusing on Swale is continuing.  Good relationships with the planning and commissioning fora. Master class on 4th July for YP looking at Apprenticeships from yr 10-12. There should be 500 YP in Ashford international centre. Providers with stands and so forth will be available to showcase apprenticeships. Running 3 100 in 100 in three locations.

· TVRN – work with schools continues. 100 in 100 is continuing – they have been OK. LSIS funds are available for Apprenticeship engagement and enhancement. Meeting with EBP as they are now working as commercial entities to provide services to schools.
