Minutes of the Joint FE Sussex / SCTP Board Meeting

Friday 5th February 2010

LSC Offices, Brighton, 10am – 12pm

Attendees: Keith Conniford (Chair), Connie Mahony (SCTP), Paul Kendall (SCTP), Paul Mitchell (SCTP), and Tim Strickland (FE Sussex).

1) Welcome and introductions

Keith Conniford welcomed Members to the meeting.

2) Apologies for absence

Apologies were received from Stephen Tregidgo (VT) and Sue Dare (Northbrook College). Russell Strutt (FE Sussex), Paul Welch (Prospects) and Anna-Louise Barry (FE Sussex).

3) Minutes of the last meeting (27th November 2009)

The minutes were proposed by Paul Kendall and seconded by Tim Strickland as a true and accurate record.

4) Matters arising not on the agenda

None were discussed. Items were included on the agenda.

5) LSIS – Report back on meeting

Tim Strickland updated the board on a meeting he had had with LSIS national representative in London.  Meeting provided an insight into the preliminary procedures required for bidding and also for the nature of the funds which were being made available.  Feedback was also provided on why the previous application by the Joint Board had failed to be successful.

TS also reported discussions on LSIS’s intended methods of sector engagement post April 2010.  In summary:

· Direct sector involvement

· Reduction/removal of middlemen bodies

 A discussion took place on the above and it was agreed that the Joint Board should provide strategic leadership on items such as quality, regional cooperation, TQS and similar standards.  There was an opportunity to effect this by combining resources.  (Also note the powerful nature of cross sector (ie WBL/FE applications for funding).

6) Application to Excellence and Innovation Fund

TS updated the board on the revised nature of the joint application that was in the process of being prepared.  The final application would be submitted as soon as possible.  The need for volunteer training providers was noted and the need for them to have a strategic requirement to improve quality.  

Action:  TS to report at next meeting and provide project submission overview

7) Report back on meeting with ALPSE/AoSEC
PK reported he had facilitated a meeting between the chairs of FE AoSEC and ALPSE.  Meeting attended by Russell Strutt, BH, Alison Sumpter and Paul Kendall.  Discussions explored the scope for joint working within a regional context.  Broad agreement was reached that there is scope for cooperation but for the immediate future it may be satisfactory to work on an informal basis using the two network managers to attend each other’s meetings.  (ie Jan Edrich to ALPSE and Alison Sumpter to AoSEC).  From this a common agenda could be developed to inform future policy.

8) AOB

PM reported the ALPSE Apprenticeship meeting was attended by NAS who had indicated they could attend the Joint Board if required.  Agreed to contact them on an ‘’as required’’ basis.

KC offered the use of Look Fantastic board room for meetings.

CM reported SCTP board had co-opted Julie Greenfield as a member to replace Tricia Iversen whilst on maternity leave.
