	HEADLINE NEWS:

Article 1 - Changes To The Funding System For 16-19 Education And Training*

	The Secretary of State has announced changes to the funding system for 16-19 education and training*.  

Local authorities’ crucial strategic role to meet the needs of young people and identify gaps in provision is reaffirmed. However, the new system will cut back on planning points in the allocations process, including the need for detailed annual statements and plans by YPLA and local authorities, and cut out the requirement on colleges for detailed planning submissions in order to access funding. 

The process for agreeing allocations for the academic year 2011/12, described in the National Commissioning Framework (published in April 2010) has been withdrawn, and will be replaced by a significantly simplified allocations system.  We will involve all partners in the implementation of the new system.  In particular, we will work closely with local authorities to ensure that they are able to fulfil their responsibilities to influence and shape provision, identify gaps, enable new provision and develop the market.

To simplify arrangements the YPLA is to directly fund general further education colleges, sixth form colleges and other providers.  Maintained school sixth forms will continue to receive their funding through the local authority and Apprenticeship providers will continue to receive their funding through the Skills Funding Agency.

 

For the academic year 2010/11, allocations to all providers were agreed earlier this year.  Letters of intent have gone out to all providers from regional teams to ensure payments are made from the 1st August.

An extended text with simple explanations of how The Learning Records Service will use and process the information and data provided to us by learners. This version is suitable for cascading to students and learners and to be used within your own application and information packs.

Article 3 – Announcement from Managing Information Across Partners (MIAP) – Change of Name

	THIS ARTICLE MAY BE OF INTEREST TO MANAGERS IN SCHOOLS

	Managing Information Across Partners (MIAP) will soon be introducing its new name to all teaching, training and learning providers. 
As from September 2010, MIAP will be called the Learning Records Service which is designed to put pupils and students at the heart whilst helping to reduce bureaucracy for providers. This is a  free service to all areas of secondary and further education, plus work-based learning.

Learning Records Service will support providers in streamlining administrative functions particularly when 

· collecting pupil and student course registration information

· processing and transacting within their own systems and their Personal Learning Records

· batch processing learners’ records to check for and input their Unique Learning Number (ULN)

· generating a ULN for a learner if one does not already exist

Learning Records Service will also be merging MIAP’s existing services, products and applications and introducing enhanced functionality to the Personal Learning Record for the Qualifications and Credit Framework. 
The previous name MIAP: Managing Information Across Partners was well known across specific parts of the education sector but did not accurately reflect the nature of the range of free products on offer.
Learning Records Service will also be launching an improved website www.learningrecordsservice.org.uk in the autumn which all awarding bodies and their exams officers will be able to access.  It will include information from the former MIAP and UKRLP websites in one central and easy to use location.
